Pursuant to the Texas Agriculture Code, Sections 12.002 and 12.007, the Texas Department of Agriculture (TDA) hereby requests proposals for reimbursable projects designed to solely enhance the competitiveness of specialty crops. 

Section 101 of the Specialty Crops Competitiveness Act of 2004 (7 U.S.C. 1621 note) and amended under Section 10010 of the Agricultural Act of 2014, Public Law 113-79 (the Farm Bill) defines specialty crops as “fruits and vegetables, tree nuts, dried fruits, horticulture, and nursery crops (including floriculture).” Eligible plants must be cultivated or managed and used by people for food, medicinal purposes, and/or aesthetic gratification to be considered specialty crops. Processed products shall consist of greater than 50% of the specialty crop by weight, exclusive of added water. The Specialty Crop Block Grant Program (SCBGP) is currently implemented under 7 CFR Part 1291 (published March 27, 2009; 74 FR 13313).

[bookmark: _Projected_Timeline]Part of TDA’s mission is to promote Texas agriculture while empowering rural communities. As many Texans have faced severe drought conditions over the past several years it has never been more important to utilize water conservation strategies when developing greenspaces for recreation and to use those areas as a platform for educating the public. To accomplish this mission TDA is requesting applications for the GO TEXAN Certified Retirement Communities Greenspace Development Program. Greenspace for this project is defined under this program as landscape or garden within the TDA Certified Retirement Community area that can be a used as a public park for learning about Texas horticulture plants.
